These events
often show video from that morning, allow the students to
give testimonies, and often offer an evangelistic message or
a message of challenge to students for them to stand strong
on their campuses all year long.

Challenge Sunday

This generation of students is boldly proclaiming the truth of
Jesus Christ on their campuses, perhaps as in no other time
in history. They need to see publicly that Christian adults in
their community stand beside them. The Sunday before See
You at the Pole™ (Challenge Sunday) is an excellent time for
churches to show their support for the event.
